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Accident and injury policy statement

If an accident or injury occurs during youth club hours, the responsible leader will assess the severity of the accident. If necessary first aid will be applied by the appropriate person: Current first aiders are Louise McGuire, Paul Carlton, Stacie Kennedy, Fraser Harris and Amber Corbin.

Any significant injury or accident will be reported to the parent/carer at pick up time, or reported by telephone, head injuries will always be reported. In the event of a more major injury which necessitates the child going to hospital, the parent will be contacted immediately. A decision will be made, with the parent if possible, about the mode of transportation to hospital. If possible, the parent will be

asked to attend and take the child to casualty, unless the severity of the incident is

such that it is appropriate to call an ambulance.

All accidents are recorded in the Medical Accident and Incident folder which is held in

The back office. The record should be completed by the person who witnessed the

accident if possible and the record should be dated and timed.
